PLAY FORUM PROJECT

Play Forums across the county are to deliver provision during April 2010 to March 2011 targeted at disabled children, young people and their families. This activity will be focused on delivering Short Breaks Project Outcomes to support delivery of the Aiming High for Disabled Children Full Service Offer.  
Activities will include:

· Deliver workshops to disabled children, young people and their families

· Support with activities at pathfinder events

· Support Breaks in Partnership and Short Breaks approved providers with workshops / activities

· Support Play for disabled Children and Youth Disability Support teams with workshops / activities

· Support with workshops /activities at Parent Support Groups

· Support with workshops /activities at special schools

· Access to resources to Play for disabled Children and Youth Disability Support teams

· Access to resources to special schools in the county

· Contribute to County Play Days with activities for disabled C&YP

· Provide training to universal settings that will support inclusion of disabled C&YP

· Produce leaflets, information booklets, banners etc. to actively promote activities to disabled children, young people and their families

· Work closely with Families Information Service to promote all activities.

Benefits to AHDC

· Support to local parent groups increasing their involvement with participation in developing services.

· Support the newly established approved provider framework with delivery of 100 Flexible Hours.

· Support 70 Breaks in Partnership providers (Universal Childcare Settings offering Short Breaks to disabled children)

· Support local authority short break providers.

· Awareness raising amongst 1500 users groups that currently access Play Forum services.

· Awareness raising amongst general public through increased promotion and at events across the county e.g. County Play Days

· Support staff development in universal settings through awareness raising and training.

· Support the promotion of Short Breaks provision to disabled children, young people and their families.

· Practical support at events across the county.

· Positive impact will extend beyond the project lifetime due to increased awareness and workforce development both within the Play Forums but also within other universal providers.

Each Play Forum will produce information on the activities that are planned for the coming year.  In addition to targeted workshops within each Play Forum and at events across the county, there will also be the opportunity to book activity workshops tailored to individual groups.
